Speech # 7, Research Your Topic, 5 – 7 Minutes

Objectives:  Collect information about your topic from numerous sources; Carefully support your points and opinions with specific facts, examples, and illustrations gathered through research.

Nearly 50% of the adult population in the United States are believed to be shy, and almost 40% of adults report they used to be shy at some point earlier in their lives, that leaves only 10% of those surveyed reporting they have never been shy at all.  Shyness is feeling uncomfortable in social situations in ways that interfere with our ability to enjoy ourselves, to perform at the level we're capable of or that cause us to avoid social situations altogether
